The Wentworthville (Wenty) - Aspley 
tour now in its 40th year was born in 
1968 when Des Rose from Aspley who 
worked for Amoco Oil spoke to a work 
mate of his from Sydney who was in-
volved with Wenty footy club and the 
idea of a tour was first mooted.  

 It involved the Wenty U/13s travelling to 
Aspley for a week-end of frivolity and 
footy. 

In 1969 an Aspley U/13 and an 
U/14 team travelled down to Wenty in 
Sydney's western suburbs.  

In those days they travelled by bus and 
train and games were played at Sth 
Brisbane as the Interstate railway sta-
tion was at Sth Brisbane as the bridge 
over the river did not exist. 

The cost of the trip was covered by 
fundraising from the teams involved 
along with donations from Bingo. Due to 
ever rising cost the trip was for some 
years in danger of folding.  However a 

complete overhaul of expenses and gener-
ous funding from the Leagues Club along 
with fundraising efforts has ensured that 
this trip should remain part of Aspley's cul-
ture for another 40 yrs. 

Over the forty years both fathers and 
sons have toured as players. Current 
Leagues Club CEO Tim McNamara was 
part of the original Aspley 1969 tour & his 
son Rowan toured in 2004; also Glen & 
Cruice Collins  & Gary Frances and his 
son toured among others. 
 Many families have had 2 or 3 sons tour 
(the Staggs from Aspley; the Bells from 
Wenty etc). 
 There are some notable names who have 
gone on to play ARL / NRL who have 
also taken part in this tour: David Stagg 
(Broncos) Ashley Harrison (Sydney Roost-
ers), Nathan Cayless (Parramatta & 
NZ), Gus Gould (NSW Coach & media 
personality) and many others.
